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UVOD

Ova PUBLIKACIJA nastala je u okviru projekta
.Obrazovanjem protiv siromastva - inicijativa
zagovaranja za ukljucivanje Roma u obrazovni sistem”
koji je Novosadski humanitarni centar realizovao u
Srbiji u periodu od 17. marta 2008. do 17. marta
2009. godine.

Jedna od najvaznijih odrednica obrazovnog sistema
treba da bude njegova jednaka dostupnost svim
gradanima. Ustav Republike Srbije odreduje da
obrazovanje treba da bude dostupno svim licima
pod istim uslovima, i da je osnovno obrazovanje
obavezno i besplatno: ¢lan 71. Ustav dalje garantuje
pravo nacionalnih manjina da se obrazuju na svom
maternjem jeziku: ¢lan 79.

Praksa nam, medutim, pokazuje da romska deca
nailaze na Citav niz prepreka u pristupu obrazovanju.
Pojedini izvori ukazuju na to da 35% romske dece
(uzrasta od 7 do 20 godina) uopste nije upisano u
Skolu, u poredenju sa stopom od 2% kod opste
populacije?, a da osnovnu Skolu zavrsi manje od 30%
romske dece.

Ova publikacija namenjena je predstavnicima
lokalnih vlasti, romskim aktivistima, zaposlenima u
obrazovnim institucijama, centrima za socijalni rad i
ostalim lokalnim organizacijama Cije polje rada ima
veze sa unapredenjem poloZaja Roma, prevashodno
njihovog obrazovnog statusa. Cilj publikacije je da
ukaZe na vaznost planskog i sistemskog pristupa,
kao i vaznost medusektorske saradnje, u nastojanju
da se postignu minimalni pomaci u reSavanju brojnih
problema koji su povezani sa obrazovanjem Roma
u lokalnoj sredini.

INTRODUCTION

THIS PUBLICATION was made within the project
"Education against Poverty: Advocacy Initiative for
Roma Inclusion in Education System*, implemented
in Serbia by Novi Sad Humanitarian Center from 17
March 2008 to 17 March 2009.

Equal access to education should be one of the
most important features of educational system.
The Constitution of the Republic of Serbia says that
education should be available to all citizens under the
same conditions, and that elementary level education
is mandatory and free of charge: article 71. The
Constitution guarantees the right to education on
its on language to national minorities: Article 79.

Nevertheless, Roma children are facing multiple
obstacles in access to education. Some sources
indicate that 35% of Roma children (age 7 to 20)
are not enrolled in school, compared with 2% of the
general population?; less than 30% of Roma children
complete elementary level education.

This publication aims to complement efforts of
local authorities, Roma activists, employees of
educational institutions, centres for social welfare
and other local institutions working on improvement
of Roma education and overall Roma position in
society. The aim of the publication is to emphasize
the importance of systematic and planned approach
and the importance of inter-sector collaboration in
achieving progress when it comes to solving many
obstacles in Roma education.

The publication provides information on key
measures that are important for improvement of
Roma education, together with an example of a local
action plan, an instrument which assists local actors
to solve such a complex problem in their community
in a planned and systematic way.

Finally, the publication aims to get attention of
donors and representatives of state authorities
and of provincial authorities; without their support
and engagement there can not be any significant
improvement in changing policies and practices that
are relevant for education of Roma both on national
and local level.

PROJEKAT ,Obrazovanjem protiv siromastva
- inicijativa zagovaranja za uklju¢ivanje Roma
u obrazovni sistem" realizovao je Novosadski
humanitarni centar (NSHC), u partnerstvu sa
Udruzenjem romskih studenata (URS), uz podrsku
Instituta za odrzZive zajednice (ISC) sredstvima
dobijenim od Agencije Sjedinjenih Americkih DrZzava
za medunarodni razvoj (USAID).

Opsti cilj projekta bio je da doprinese inkluziji Roma
u obrazovni sistem i smanjenju siromastva ove
ugrozene populacije. Tome se doprinelo kroz izradu
lokalnih akcionih planova za unapredenje obrazovnog
statusa Roma u pet vojvodanskih opstina - Zrenjaninu,
Opovu, Titelu, Bacu i Secnju.

U prvom delu realizacije projekta, uspostavljeni su
kontakti sa lokalnim akterima u svakoj opstini Cije
polje rada ima veze sa obrazovanjem Roma i/ili sa
poloZajem Roma. Narocito se vodilo racuna da se
napravi kontakt sa romskim aktivistima.

Formirana je radna grupa u svakoj od pomenutih
opstina koja se sastojala od predstavnika romske
zajednice, lokalne samouprave, predskolske usta-
nove, osnovne Skole i Centra za socijalni rad. U
nekim opstinama bilo je i predstavnika srednje Skole
i Crvenog krsta.

U periodu od avgusta do decembra 2008. godine
u svakoj opstini odrzano je po pet sastanaka
predstavnika NSHC-a, URS-a i clanova radne grupe na
kojima su definisane mere lokalnog akcionog plana.

Konacna verzija akcionog plana izradena je nakon
javne rasprave koja je organizovana u svakoj opstini
u periodu decembar 2008. - januar 2009. godine.
Konacno, predlog nacrta lokalnog akcionog plana

predat je lokalnoj skupstini na dalje razmatranje u
svakoj opstini.

Ova inicijativa nastavak je uspe3no realizovanih
aktivnosti projekta Participativno istraZivanje potreba,
glavnih problema i potencijala Roma u obrazovanju u
Vojvodini (REF?®), realizovanog tokom 2006. i 2007.
godine u 10 vojvodanskih opstina. U okviru ovog
projekta NSHC i URS su pomogli izradu lokalnih
akcionih planova za unapredenje obrazovanja
Roma u opstinama Apatin, Beodin i Senta. Jedan od
kriterijuma za odabir op3tina bio je motivisanost i
spremnost opstina da ucestvuju u istraZivanju, kao i
zainteresovanost da se u opStinama facilitiraju lokalni
akcioni planovi za obrazovanje Roma®.

0Od avgusta meseca 2008. godine NSHC je pokrenuo
proces izrade LAP-ova u jo$ dve vojvodanske opstine
(Novi Sad i Nova Crnja) koji se sprovodi u okviru
projekta Lokalni akcioni plan za poboljSanje pristupa
obrazovanju Roma: Javno zagovaranje za smanjenje
siromastva (UNDP*).

ZASTO LAP?

Lokalnim akcionim planom (LAP) za unapredenje
obrazovanja Roma predlaZu se konkretne mere
kojima se moZe poboljsati obrazovni status Roma
i drugih marginalizovanih grupa u opstini. LAP je
vaZzan jer:

THE PROJECT “Education against Poverty: Advocacy
Initiative for Roma Inclusion in Education System”
has been implemented by Novi Sad Humanitarian
Centre (NSHC) in partnership with Roma Students-
Association (URS). The project was supported by
the Institute for Sustainable Communities (ISC) with
means from USAID.

Overall project's goal was to contribute to Roma
inclusion in education system and to decrease poverty
among this vulnerable population. Short-term
goals were to create local action plans (LAPs) for
improvement of Roma education in five Vojvodinian
municipalities: Zrenjanin, Opovo, Titel, Bac and
Secan;.

During the first implementation phase contacts were
established with local actors in target municipalities
who were dealing with Roma education and/or Roma
position in general. Special attention was given to
establishing contacts with Roma activists.

Working groups were formed in each of the
target municipalities. A group consisted of local
representatives of Roma community, authorities,
preschoolinstitution, elementary schooland centrefor
social welfare. In some municipalities representatives
of secondary schools and the Red Cross branch offices
also joined the working groups.

Representatives of NSHC and URS had five meetings
with the members of the working groups in each
municipality from August to December 2008. Basic
measures contained in LAPs were defined at the
meetings.

The final versions of LAPs were made after the public
discussions organized in each municipality during

December 2008 and January 2009. Finally, the drafts
were submitted to of target municipalities’ local
assemblies for further procedure.

This initiative was continuation of the project
"Participatory Research of Needs, Obstacles and
Potentials in Roma Education in Vojvodina" (REF?)
successfully implemented during 2006 and 2007 in 10
Vojvodinian municipalities. During the project NSHC
and URS assisted in creation of LAPs for improvement
of Roma education in municipalities of Apatin, Beocin,
and Senta. One of the criteria used for choosing the
target municipalities was level of motivation and
readiness of municipal representatives to participate
in research and to facilitate creation of LAPSs3.

Since August 2008 NSHC has started the process
of creation of local action plans in two more
municipalities (Novi Sad and Nova Crnja), as part
of the project “Local Action Plan for Improvement
of Roma Access to Education: Public Advocacy for
Poverty Reduction” (UNDP?).

WHY LAP?

A Local Action Plan for improvement of Roma
education contains concrete measures which can
contribute to better education of Roma and other

marginalized groups. LAP is important because:

Svakalokalnasamouprava, priizradilokalnogakcionog
plana za unapredenje obrazovnog statusa Roma u
svojoj opstini, treba da analizira specificne potrebe,
probleme i potencijale vezane za obrazovanje Roma u
opstini, i na osnovu njih odredi sadrZaj akcionog plana
i odabir mera koje Ce biti predloZene i realizovane.

UTEMELJENOST LAP-A

Lokalni akcioni plan zasnovan je na potrebama i
preporukama vezanim za obrazovanje Roma koje
su identifikovane kroz iskustva lokalnih aktera koji
su aktivni na polju obrazovanja i/ili poloZaja Roma.
Sa druge strane, Akcioni plan i njime predvidene
mere oslanja se na postojece strategije u Srbiji
koje se odnose na unapredenje obrazovanja, ali i
unapredenje kvaliteta Zivota Roma. Takode, Akcioni
plan svoju zasnovanost ima i u pravnim okvirima
Republike Srbije, pre svega, onim koji su vezani
za obrazovanje i vaspitanje. LAP za unapredenje
obrazovnog statusa Roma u opstini se zasniva i na
preporukama Jedinstvenog akcionog plana za
unapredivanje obrazovanja Roma u Republici
Srbiji i na podacima i preporukama Strategije za
smanjenje siromastva u Srbiji. Prema podacima
koji su navedeni u samoj Strategiji za smanjenje
siromastva, najveca je povezanost upravo izmedu
stepena siromastva i nivoa obrazovanosti. Prema
navedenom dokumentu, Romi su najugroZenija
subpopulacija sa stanovista siromastva u Srbiji, a
ujedno predstavljaju i grupu sa najniZim obrazovnim
statusom. Zbog toga, obrazovanje se prepoznaje kao
put do dugorocnog reSenja problema siromastva.

Citav proces i ulaganje dodatnog napora za inkluziju
Roma u obrazovni sistem ima utemeljenjeiuprogramu
Dekade inkluzije Roma, proglasene za period od 2005.
do 2015. godine. Dekada inkluzije Roma oznacena je
kao medunarodni napor da se na koordiniran, otvoren
i jasan nacin unapredi status i Zivot Roma u oblastima
obrazovanja, zdravstva, zaposljavanja i stanovanja.
Vlada Republike Srbije, uz vlade Crne Gore, Bugarske,

Hrvatske, Ce¥ke, Madarske, Makedonije, Rumunije i
Slovacke, jedna je od devet evropskih zemalja koje
promovisu Dekadu Roma. Vlade tih zemalja sve¢anom
deklaracijom obavezale su se da ¢e posebnu paznju
posvetiti unapredenju socijalnog i ekonomskog
poloZaja Roma.

Konkretni zadaci za naredni period iz ugla Strategije
za smanjenje siromastva jesu:

4 Razraditi sistem integralne podrske razvoju
u ranom detinjstvu koja bi se obezbedivala
porodici i deci kroz medusektorsku sradnju;

4 Stvoriti pretpostavke (materijalne,
finansijske, kadrovske i programske) za sto
veci obuhvat marginalizovanih, iskljucenih i
rizi¢nih populacija dece (deca iz populacije
izbeglih i raseljenih, romska deca, deca
iz siromasnih i socijalno i obrazovno
neprivilegovanih i seoskih sredina, deca sa
smetnjama u razvoju) redovnim besplatnim
programima predskolskog vaspitanja i
obrazovanja;

4 Staviti poseban naglasak na razvoj kvaliteta
obrazovanja;

4 Nastavak trenda povecanja procenta BND>-a
koji se izdvaja za obrazovanje.

Osnovne postavke sistema obrazovanja i vaspitanja
u Srbiji sadrzane su u Zakonu o osnovama sistema
obrazovanja i vaspitanja. Danas su u Srbiji u toku
promene i proces reforme obrazovnog sistema.
Promene u oblasti obrazovanja obuhvataju nekoliko
osnovnih pravaca:

4 Decentralizaciju i demokratizaciju, $to znaci
prenosenje dela odgovornosti za obrazovni
sistem na lokalnu samoupravu, Skolske
uprave, zavode, nacionalne i regionalne
centre, akademske institucije, stru¢na
drustva i Skole;

A Skolsko razvojno planiranje - jacanje
autonomije Skole i povezivanje Skole i lokalne
zajednice, a samim tim i jacanje Skolskih
uprava;

problem in a coordinated and systematic
way;

4 It points out the importance of sharing
responsibilities among local actors and the
importance of their mutual collaboration;

4 |t assists local government in allocation
of the needed financial means for LAP
implementation in accordance with its
priorities;

4 It increases chances for successful
fundraising for the benefit of Roma
population.

In the process of making a LAP, each municipal
government should analyze its own specific needs,
problems and potentials related to Roma education,
and based on that, determine the contents of the
LAP and selection of measures that are going to be
suggested and implemented.

THE GROUNDS FOR LAP

Local action plan is based on the needs and
recommendations identified through experiences
of those who are active in the field of education
and/or general position of Roma population. On the
other hand, Lap is based on the existing strategies
for improvement of education, but also the general
quality of life of Roma in Serbia. A LAP is also based on
legal framework of the Republic of Serbia, especially
its part which is connected with education. It is based
on recommendations contained in the Integrated
Action Plan for Improvement of Roma Education
in Serbia and on the data and recommendations
contained in the Poverty Reduction Strategy of
Serbia. According to the data from the Poverty
Reduction Strategy, there is a strong connection
between the level of poverty and the level of
education. According to the Strategy, Roma are the
most vulnerable subpopulation when it comes to
poverty in Serbia, and at the same time they are
the group with lowest education status. Therefore
education is recognised as the means of long term
solution for the poverty problem.

The process of inclusion of Roma in education system
is based on the Decade for Roma Inclusion programme
2005 - 2015. The Decade represents an international
effort to achieve improvement of the status of Roma
in education, health, employment and housing areas,
in @ coordinated, open and transparent way. The
government of the Republic of Serbia, together with

the governments of Montenegro, Bulgaria, Croatia,
Check Republic, Hungary, Macedonia, Romania, and
Slovakia, is one of nine European countries which
promote the Decade. The governments of the
mentioned countries have committed themselves
to improvement of social and economic position of
Roma.

Concrete tasks for the following period defined in the
Poverty Reduction Strategy are:

4 Develop a system of integrated support in
early childhood which would be provided to
families and children through inter-sector
collaboration;

4 Create conditions (material, financial,
programmatic and related to human
resources) in order to involve in free
educational preschool programmes as many
as possible children from marginalized,
excluded and populations at risk (children
from refugee and internally displaced
families, Roma children, children from poor
and socially unprivileged areas, children with
special needs);

4 Put special emphasis on development of the
quality of education;

4 Continue the increase of the GNI® allocated
for education.

The foundation of the Serbian education system is
contained in the Law on Education. The process of
education system reform has been taking place in
Serbia in recent years. Changes that are foreseen are
oriented towards several main directions:

4 Decentralization and democratization,
which implies delegation of part of
responsibilities for education system to local
self-governance, school administrations,
departments, national and regional
centres, academic institutions, professional
associations and schools;

4 Enabling schools to self-evaluate the quality
of their work;

4 Development planning in schools -
strengthening school-s autonomy and linking
schools with local communities, hence

OSNOVNI PODACI O ROMIMA KOJI ZIVE U
SRBIJI 1 VOJVODINI

lako mnoge vladine i nevladine organizacije
naglasavaju da je broj Roma visestruko vedi, prema
poslednjem popisu stanovnistva u Srbiji (2002)8 broj
Roma koji Zive u Srbiji je 108.193 ili 1,44% ukupnog
stanovniStva Srbije ¢ine Romi. Procene govore da
je broj Roma bar Cetiri do pet puta vedi® i oko toga
postoji saglasnost i demografa i vladinih i nevladinih
organizacija. Ako uzmemo u obzir ogromne razlike
izmedu zvani¢nih pokazatelja i procena, odnosno
nepostojanje baze podataka na osnovu kojih bi se
programi mogli precizno osmisljavati, onda se
situacija dodatno komplikuje. U Srbiji je oko 80 %
Roma potpuno ili funkcionalno nepismeno, skoro
dve trecine (61,9%) nema zavrSenu osnovnu 3kolu,
osnovnu Skolu ima 29%, a srednju 8%, dok samo
0,3% Roma ima vise ili visoko obrazovanje. Manje od
petine dece Skolskog uzrasta ukljuc¢eno je u obrazovni
sistem - samo 15.000 od oko 80.000- 90.000 dece??,
a u predskolske ustanove ukljuceno je manje od 10%
romske dece!l.

U Autonomnoj Pokrajini Vojvodini Zivi 29.057
registrovanih Roma, $to ¢ini 1,43% stanovniStva
(popis stanovniStva 2002). Pretpostavlja se da je
broj Roma znacajno vedi jer se i dalje veliki broj
izjasnjava za pripadnike drugih nacionalnih grupa

ROMA IN SERBIA AND VOJVODINA

Although it is estimated by many governmental and
non-governmental organizations that the number of
Roma population is several times higher, according
to the last Census of Serbian population (2002)8
number of Roma living in Serbia is 108.193 or
1.44% of the total number of Serbian population.
The estimations say that the number of Roma is
four or five times higher®, which is agreed upon by
both demographers and governmental and non-
governmental organizations. Situation becomes
more complicated when we consider huge differences
between official indicators and estimations, and lack
of a database which could be used as a starting point
when planning programmes. There are about 80%
Roma in Serbia who are completely or functionally
illiterate, two thirds (61.9%) do not have primary
school education, 29% have primary education,
and 8% high school education, while only 0.3% of
Roma have higher or university education. Less than
one fifth of school-age children are included in the
educational system - only 15,000 of 80,000-90,000
children!® and pre-school education is attended by
less than 10% of Roma children.

There are 29,057 registered Roma living in
Autonomous Province of Vojvodina, which is 1.43%
of population (Census list from 2002). It is thought
that number of Roma is significantly higher since a
large number of them still declare as members of
other nationality groups; mostly according to the

J EDUCATION AGAINST POVERTY: ADVOCACY INITIATIVE FOR ROMA INCLUSION IN EDUCATION SYSTEM

najcesée prema jeziku sredine koji govore (Srbi,
Madari, Rumuni), mnogi Zive u neregistrovanim
naseljima i/ili nisu prijavljeni, pa nisu obuhvadeni
popisom, Cesto se sele, zatim nema tacne evidencije
o povratnicima Romima po ugovoru o readmisiji i sl.
Prema procenama romskih nevladinih organizacija,
izmedu 100.000 i 150.000 Roma Zivi u Vojvodini
(3to je, takode, Cetiri do pet puta viSe od zvani¢ne
statistike).

PROBLEMI | PREPREKE U OBRAZOVANJU
ROMA??

Problemi i prepreke sa kojima se romska deca
suocavaju brojni su: od nedostatka osnovnih
sredstava za Zivot i neadekvatnih stambenih
uslova, do nedostatka pribora za Skolu i udzbenika,
nedovoljnog poznavanja srpskog jezika (ili drugog
jezika vecine), teSkog savladivanja nastavnog gradiva,
nedostatka podrike i pomodi u ucenju kod kuce pa
do diskriminacije, kako od strane drugih ucenika
tako i od strane pojedinih nastavnika. Roditelji su i
sami uglavnom neobrazovani, ¢esto i nepismeni, bez
zaposlenja i ve¢inom u borbi za pukim preZivljavanjem
i u svemu tome nedovoljno motivisani za Skolovanje
svoje dece. Uslovi za Skolovanje dece su minimalni.
Predstavnici romskih organizacija naglasavaju da
su roditelji i deca prepusteni sami sebi, da lokalne
zajednice vec¢inom nisu dovoljno zainteresovane za
reSavanje ovakvih problema, a da poseban problem,
koji treba preispitati, predstavlja veliki broj romske
dece koja pohadaju specijalne 3kole. Znacajan broj
roditelja (uCesnika fokus grupa) prepoznaje potrebu
da deci pruzi podrsku u ucenju, ali nemaju adekvatna
znanja za to. Sa druge strane, nemogucnost i
nezainteresovanost romskih roditelja za Skolovanje
svoje dece, kaoineprepoznavanje znacaja obrazovanja,
dovodi do nezainteresovanosti dece za skolovanje
i rano napustanje Skole, kao i davanje prvenstva
privredivanju u porodici u odnosu na Skolovanje.

U opstinama u kojima postoje razvijene romske
organizacije i lokalna samouprava ima neke programe
namenjene obrazovanju Roma - situacija je vidno
bolja. UblaZavanje siromastva, zaposljavanje Roma,
osnazivanje i edukacija porodica i podrska od strane
svih institucija vide se kao najvazniji podsticaji za
unapredenje kako Zivota Roma uopste tako i njihovog
obrazovnog statusa.

Takode, neophodno je obezbediti da se strategije i
akcioni planovi koji su doneti i lokalni akcioni planovi

koji ¢e tek biti doneseni - i sprovedu. Ucesnici ovog
istrazivanja smatrali sudajevaznoobrazovatiposebnu
instituciju, centar ili organizaciju na nacionalnom
nivou koji bi se bavili iskljucivo unapredenjem
obrazovanja Roma, te bi jedna od uloga takvog tela
bila i definisanje i pra¢enje mera koje se na ovu temu
odnose’s.

KLjUCNE MERE ZA UNAPREDEN;jE OBRAZOVNOG
STATUSA ROMA

IZRADA BAZA PODATAKA

Obrazovati baze podataka kako bi se programi i
projekti za unapredenje obrazovanja Roma mogli
precizno planirati, sprovoditi i nadgledati. Neohodno
je obrazovati jedinstvenu bazu na nacionalnom nivou
koja treba da obuhvata podatke o Romima bez obzira
na to da li poseduju licne dokumente Republike Srbije,
podatke o socio-ekonomskom statusu porodica,
broju ¢lanova domacdinstva, uslovima stanovanja
itd. Ovakva baza podataka pruzila bi mogquénosti
u realniji uvid i analizu problema i potreba Roma i
doprinela ,premos¢avanju” jaza izmedu zvanicnih i
nezvanic¢nih podataka o Romima u Srbiji.

RANO UKLJUCIVANJE ROMSKE DECE U OBRAZOVNI
SISTEM

Ukljucivanje romske dece u predskolsko obrazovanje
na uzrastu od 4-4,5 godine u celodnevni boravak ili
obezbedivanje alternativnih programa pripreme dece
predskolskog uzrasta koje bi realizovale nevladine
organizacije i romska udruzenja - identifikovani su kao
jedna od mera koja ¢e dati najveci efekat u procesu
unapredenja obrazovnog statusa Roma. Takode, treba
uloziti dodatne napore za obezbedivanje celodnevnog
boravka dece uzrasta 6-7 godina u predskolskim
ustanovama u okviru programa pripreme dece za
polazak u Skolu. Ranijim ukljucivanjem i intenzivnijim
boravkom romske dece u predskolskim ustanovama
mogu se ublaZiti neki faktori koji su negativno uticali
na ukljucenost i uspeh u Skolovanju romske dece:
nepoznavanje jezika na kojem se odvija nastava u
osnovnoj Skoli, loSi i nestimulativni uslovi u kudi,
nedostatak igracaka i igre, socijalno- vaspitna
zapustenost itd.

Radi povecanja uspesnosti romske dece na testovima
za upis u prvi razred osnovne 3kole, ali i u daljem
Skolovanju, potrebno je organizovati dodatne
pripremne aktivnosti za upis u osnovnu Skolu sa
romskom decom u okviru predskolskih ustanova koje

language of the area they adopt (Serbs, Hungarians,
and Romanians). Many of them live in unregistered
settlements and/or are unregistered, so are not
included in the list, they often move, and there are no
exact evidence on Roma returnees according to the
contracts on readmission. According to estimations
of Roma NGOs between 100,000 and 150,000 Roma
live in Vojvodina (which is four to five times more than
official statistics).

PROBLEMS AND OBSTACLES IN ROMA
EDUCATION**

Roma children face numerous problems and obstacles
in education: from lack of basic means for living and
bad housing conditions, lack of basic school stationery
and course books, insufficient knowledge of Serbian
(or other majority language), difficulty in acquisition
of curriculum, lack of studying support and help at
home, to discrimination from other students and
from certain teachers. Roma parents are mostly
uneducated, often illiterate, unemployed and in
most cases struggling to make a living, therefore
not motivated enough to put their children through
school. Conditions for education of Roma children are
limited to a minimum. Representatives of Roma NGOS
emphasise that Roma children and their parents are
left to themselves, and that local communities are
mostly not interested enough to solve such problems.
Another important issue that needs to be examined
is a large number of Roma children which attend
special schools (schools for children with special
needs). Significant number of parents (participants
in focus groups) recognizes the need to provide their
children with support in education, but lack adequate
knowledge to do that. On the other hand, attitude
of Roma parents who are not interested enough for
their children’s education or who do not understand
the importance of education is consequently leading
to a lack of interest among children for education,
drop-outs and turning to income generating rather
than going to school.

Inthose municipalities where there are well-developed
Roma NGOs and where local self-governance has
programmes in place for Roma education, the
situation is much better. They consider decrease of
poverty, employment of Roma, empowerment and
education of families and support from the side of all
relevant institutions as most important incentives for
improvement of the Roma position in society.

It is also necessary to ensure that the strategies
and action plans that had been brought and that
are going to be created in the future - are going
to be implemented in the field. Participants of this
research said that it was important to create a
special institution, a centre or an organization on
the national level which would deal exclusively with
improvement of Roma education. One of its roles
would be defining measures and monitoring of their
implementation.'?

KEY MEASURES FOR IMPROVEMENT OF ROMA
EDUCATION STATUS

CREATION OF DATABASES

Creation of databases is needed so that the
programmes and projects aiming to improve Roma
education could be planned, implemented and
monitored in a precise way. It is necessary to form
a unique database on a national level which would
contain information on Roma whether or not they
have identity documents of Republic of Serbia. The
database would contain information on social and
economic status of Roma families, number of their
households’ members, housing conditions, etc. Such
a database would provide opportunities for more real
insight and analysis of the problems and needs of
Roma population. It would also be a contribution to
building a gap between official and non-official data
on Roma population in Serbia.

EARLY INCLUSION OF ROMA CHILDREN
IN EDUCATION SYSTEM

Inclusion of Roma children in pre-school education at
the age of 4 - 4.5 or in alternative programmes for
preparation of pre-school children for enrolment in
elementary schools (implemented by NGOs and Roma
associations) is seen as one of the measures which
could produce the largest effect in the process of
improvement of Roma education. Additional efforts
should be invested in order to provide whole-day stay
of Roma children age 6 - 7 in pre-school institutions’
preparation programmes. Early inclusion and whole-
day stay could decrease some factors that had been
influencing negatively both the level of inclusion and
the success in schooling of Roma children: insufficient
knowledge of the language used in education process,
bad and non-stimulating conditions at home, lack of
toys and play, gaps in socialization, etc.

In order to increase the level of accomplishment of

Romski asistent

Clanovi radnih grupa iz 5 op$tina u kojima su radeni
LAP-ovi za unapredenje obrazovanja Roma smatraju
da je uvodenje romskih asistenata u obrazovne
institucije jedna od najvaznijih mera ukoliko se
dugorocno gledano Zeli postici znacajniji napredak po
pitanju veceg ukljucivanja i obezbedivanja kontinuiteta
u Skolovanju Roma. Realizacija ove mere zavisi od
aktuelnih programa Ministarstva prosvete.

Nosilac pilot projekta iz 2006/2007. "Uvodenje
asistenta za podrsku obrazovanja Roma" bilo je
Ministarstvo prosvete i sporta. U planu je nastavak
ovog projekta. Asistent u nastavi je osoba koja
predstavlja sponu izmedu lokalne manjinske zajednice
iinstitucije sistema sazadatkom da pomogne uprocesu
Skolovanja dece iz manjinskih i/ili marginalizovanij
grupa. Asistent je romskog porekla, ali moZe biti i
nekog drugog, u zavisnosti od toga koja je manjinska
grupa najbrojnija u odredenom regionu.

INKLUZIVNI MODEL U OBRAZOVANJU

Razvijanje i realizovanje modela inkluzije romske
dece u obrazovanju, uvazavajuci specifi¢nosti lokalne
zajednice i specificnosti i kapacitete romske dece za
pohadanje redovne nastave - od klju€nog su znacaja
za pristup romske dece kvalitetnom obrazovanju. Dva
osnovna kriterijuma kojih se treba pridrzavati jesu
prevencija i suzbijanje segregacije romske dece u
obrazovanju i izbegavanje izlaganja dece neprijatnim
iskustvima vezanim za Skolu i obrazovne institucije
u slucajevima ukljucivanja u redovni obrazovno-
nastavni proces dece nepripremljene za pracenje
redovne nastave.

Dva su nacina da se primeni segregacija romske dece u
obrazovanju. Prvi se odnosi na Skolovanje romske dece
u izdvojenim romskim odeljenjima. Program u ovim
odeljenjima je, obi¢no, nesto Laksi (ne zvanicno, nego
kroz odnos sa u€enicima), a kriterijumi za ocenjivanje
blaZi. Na taj se nacin ostvaruje veci broj romske dece
koja zavriavaju osnovnu 3kolu, ali se dovodi u pitanje
kvalitet Skolovanja i nivo i upotrebljivost znanja
stecenih u ovakvim odeljenjima. Iskustvo je pokazalo
da su deca koja zavrsavaju osnovnu Skolu u ovakvim
odeljenjima nekonkurentna ucenicima iz drugih,
mes3anih odeljenja - bilo pri upisu u srednju Skolu ili

na trZiStu rada. Zbog toga je neophodno romskoj deci,
uz ostale vidove podrske u Skolovanju, obezbediti
pohadanje nastave u redovnim odeljenjima. Drugi
nacin segregacije romske dece u obrazovanju jeste
upis i Skolovanje u specijalnim odeljenjima osnovnih
$kola namenjenih za Skolovanje mentalno nedovoljno
razvijene dece. Povod za upis romske dece u ova
odeljenja jeste, najc¢esce, slabo postignu¢e romske
dece na testiranju za upis u prvi razred osnovne 3kole.
Medutim, razlog za slabije postignuée nije mentalni
deficit deteta, vec¢ nepoznavanje jezika i/ili vaspitno-
obrazovna zapustenost. Veoma je prisutna i pojava
da sami roditelji insistiraju na upisu dece u specijalna
odeljenja zbog razlicitih materijalnih podsticajnih
mera koje su obezbedene za porodice dece koja
pohadaju nastavu u specijalnim odeljenjima.

U ovakvim odeljenjima kvalitetan nastavni program
ne mogu da imaju ni romska deca ni deca sa stvarnim
razvojnim smetnjama.

Treba insistirati na upisu romske dece u redovna
odeljenja, osim u slucaju izrazitih razvojnih smetnji.
Ova mera je bitna zbog neravnopravnog poloZaja
romske dece prilikom testiranja iz gorenavedenih
razloga. Testiranje i rezultati testiranja, u ovom
slucaju, mogu da posluze za prikupljanje informacija
u cilju pripreme Skola za uskladivanje programa rada
sa potrebama dece.

PoMo¢ ROMSKOJ DECI U UCENJU

Romskoj deci koja su ukljucena u redovna odeljenja
neophodno je obezbediti pomo¢ u ucenju. Kriti¢ni su
periodi sam pocetak Skolovanja, period prelaza sa
razredne na predmetnu nastavu i u zavrdne godine
osnovne Skole. Osnovne 3kole imaju mogucénost
osnivanja produZenog boravka za decu prvog i drugog
razreda osnovne 3Skole uz podrsku Ministarstva
prosvete Republike Srbije preko Skolskih uprava,
ali i uz podrsku lokalne samouprave. Takode, resurs
za pruzanje dodatne podrske ucenicima sa slabijim
postignu¢em u 3kolovanju jeste i, ve¢ postojeca,
institucija dopunske nastave. Kako bi dopunska
nastava pruzila rezultate, preporucujemo da se
unapredi njen program rada, nastavno osoblje
dodatno obuci i da se obezbedi kvalitetan didakticki
materijal. Medutim, ovaj oblik podrske ne sme da
postane dominantan u radu sa romskom decom
koji bi bio zamena kvalitetnom obrazovhom radu u
redovnim odenjeljima.

Posebni vidovi pomodi, narocito romskoj deci, u
ucenju potrebni su u vidu pripreme za upis u srednje
Skole.

Roma children during testing for enrolment in the
first grade of elementary school, it is important to
organize additional preparation activities within
pre-school institutions. These activities encompass
language classes; either it is Serbian or a language of
a national minority. The resource that can be used is
already mentioned programme of Serbian language
courses for other national minorities in Vojvodina.

Roma Assistant

Members of five working groups in target
municipalities consider introducing Roma assistants
in education institutions to be one of the most
important measures in order to achieve inclusion and
continuity of schooling of Roma children in a long turn.
Implementation of this measure is dependant on the
current programmes of the ministry of Education.

The implementer of the pilot projectin 2006 and 2007
"Introducing Support in Roma Education Assistants"
was the Ministry of Education. Continuation of this
programme is planned. Assistant in education is
a person who represents a link between the local
minority community and the institution of the system.
His/her aim is to assist children from minority and/
or marginalized groups in education process. An
assistant can be of Roma or other origin, depending
on which minority group prevails in certain region.

INCLUSION MODEL IN EDUCATION

Development and implementation of an inclusion
model in education of Roma children, respecting
specific features of local community and capacities
of children, are of largest importance for Roma
children’s access to quality education. There are two
main criteria: prevention and decrease of segregation
of Roma children in education, and avoiding exposure
of Roma children to unpleasant experiences related
to school and education institution due to their lack
of preparedness for attending school.

There are two kinds of segregation of Roma children
during their schooling. The first is creation of separate
Roma classes. Curriculum used in such classes is
usually less difficult (not officially, but through a
relation between teacher and pupils), and grading
criteria are lower. That way a larger number of
Roma children complete elementary school, but the
quality of such education and the level of usage of the
knowledge gained there is under question. Experience
showed that the children who had finished school
in such classes are less competitive in comparisons
to other pupils from non-segregated classes. This

shows either during the qualifications exams during
enrolment in secondary schools or on the labour
market. It is therefore necessary to avoid segregation
and to provide adequate education to Roma children.
The other way of segregation is enrolment of Roma
children in special schools, schools for education
of children with special needs. Roma children often
have low scores on tests for enrolment in elementary
school, which is a result of language barrier or lack
of proper preparation for school. However, in such
cases it is concluded that a child has to be enrolled in
a special school. It is often seen that the very parents
insist on enrolment of their children in special schools
in order to get different kinds of material assistance
reserved for families with children with special needs.
In such classes it is not possible to organize quality
education programme neither for Roma children, nor
for children with real developmental issues.

Itisimportant to insist on enrolment of Roma children
in ‘reqular’ classes, except in cases of extreme
developmental obstacles. This measure is important
because of unequal position of Roma children during
testing, for all the above mentioned reasons. Pre-
school testing in this case can serve for gathering
information which can be used by schools in order to
adjust their programmes to the needs of children.

ASSISTANCE TO ROMA CHILDREN IN EDUCATION

It is necessary to provide assistance in education
to Roma children who are attending school. Critical
periods are the very beginning of schooling, the fifth
grade and the finishing years of elementary education.
Elementary schools have possibility to start a whole-
day stay for children from first and second grade,
with the support of the Ministry of Education but also
the support from local self-governances. Another
resource is already existing institution of additional
classes for children with lower accomplishments. In
order for the additional classes to be more effective
we recommend improvement of its curriculum,
additional training of the staff and provision of quality
didactic material. However, this kind of support must
not become dominant in working with Roma children
and must not become a replacement of a quality
education within ‘reqular’ classes.

Special forms of assistance, particularly to Roma
children, are those which are preparing them for
enrolment in secondary schools.

Itis also needed to increase the number of education
staff, along with introduction of Roma assistants in
schools, and to work on sensitisation of the school staff
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Potrebno je, takode, povecati broj nastavnog osoblja,
uz obavezno ukljucivanje romskih asistenata u Skole i
raditi na senzibilizaciji nastavnog kadra na probleme
romske dece i dodatnim obukama usmerenim na
prilagodavanje nastavnih metoda obrazovnim
potrebama romske dece.

Ministrastvo prosvete i Pokrajinski sekretarijat za
obrazovanje trebalo bi da obezbede okvir i sredstva
za realizovanje ove preporuke, ali i Skole i lokalne
samouprave mogu samoinicijativho da organizuju
obuke u cilju poboljsanja kvaliteta obrazovnog-
vaspitnog rada.

MATERIJALNA PODRSKA ROMSKIM PORODICAMA ZA
SKOLOVANJE DECE

Romske porodice najces¢e Zive u izrazitom siromastvu
i najmanja prepreka moze da dovede do negativne
odluke o upisu ili prestanku Skolovanja dece. To
moZzZe biti potreba za kupovinom udZzbenika, Skolskog
pribora, nove odece, uzine itd. Zbog toga je potrebno
obezbediti besplatne udZbenike i pribor, prevoz i
uzinu za romske ucenike. Ove mere su u nadleznosti
lokalne samouprave, ali odgovornost mogu preuzeti
i lokalna romska udruZenja uz podrsku donatora.
Ova mera proizveSce dvostruki efekat. Sa jedne
strane, doprinece pove¢anom broju roditelja koji Zele
da ukljuce svoju decu u obrazovni sistem, dok ce,
sa druge strane, uticati na smanjenje neprijatnosti
koju deca osecaju zbog neposedovanja udzbenika,
Skolskog priboraili zbog dolaska u Skolu u pohabanoj
odedi i obudi.

Ono Sto takode ima veliki uticaj na proces unapredenja
obrazovnog statusa Roma jesu afirmativne mere
podrske romskim studentima. Pokrajinski sekretarijat
za obrazovanje jeste nadlezna institucija koja ve¢
realizuje ovakvu meru. Medutim, ovakve mere
treba razvijati i na lokalnom nivou (stipendije,
prevoz, smestaj, Skolarine i sl.). Veliki podsticaj za
obrazovanje Roma bio bi i primena slicne mere za
decu koja pohadaju srednje Skole, uz ogranicenje
pruzanja podrike samo deci sa visokom Skolskim
uspehom.

POVECANJE STEPENA MOTIVISANOSTI ROMSKIH
RODITELJA ZA SKOLOVANJE DECE | POVERENJA U
OBRAZOVNE INSTITUCIJE

Neophodno je raditi na poviSenju stepena
motivisanosti romskih roditelja za Skolovanje dece i
isticati znacaj obrazovanja uz obavezno ukljucivanje
uspednih obrazovanih Roma u navedene akcije.
U ovim akcijama treba koristiti razlicita sredstva

informisanja (TV, radio, novine, posebno romske,
zatim liflete, postere i sl.), ali i aktere, posebno NVO
koje na terenu vec imaju iskustva u ovakvim i sli¢nim
akcijama. Takode, potrebno je intenzivno raditi na
uspostavljanju poverenja romske zajednice i roditelja
prema obrazovnim institucijama. Ovakva mera treba
da bude usko povezana sa nizom drugih mera koje
podsticajno deluju na odluku romskih roditelja da
ukljuce dete u obrazovni sistem.

Lokalnasamoupravasvojim autoritetom moZze uvelikoj
meri da doprinese razvoju motivacije i poverenja u
instituciju obrazovanja. Primer dobre prakse moZze
da predstavlja spoj mera u kojem nadleZne opStinske
institucije pozivaju romske roditelje da upisu decu u
predskolske ustanove ve¢ na uzrastu od Cetiri godine,
da se objasni znacaj efekat ovakvog postupka i da
se roditelji obaveste da ¢e zbog izuzetnog znacaja
opstina pokrivati kompletne troSkove boravka dece
u predskolskoj ustanovi.

Pitanju obrazovanja Romkinja treba dati posebno
mesto. Neophodno je posebno analizirati poloZaj
ucenica Romkinja u obrazovnom sistemu i u narednom
periodu voditi evidenciju o polnoj strukturi romskih
ucenika kako bi se mogle preduzeti aktivnije mere
usmerene ka podrsci u obrazovanju Romkinja.

Navedene mere identifikovane su kao prioritetne
prilikom izrade LAP-a u Bacu, Secnju, Opovu, Titelu i

Pored toga, slede¢e mere se takode pominju kao
vazne u procesu unapredivanja obrazovanja Roma:

in order to understand the nature of obstacles Roma
children face in education. Additional trainings with
aim to adjust teaching methods to meet educational
needs of children are also important.

The Ministry of Education and the Provincial
Secretariat for Education should provide the
framework and the means for implementation of this
recommendation. Schools and local self-governances
themselves also can independently organize trainings
in order to improve the quality of education.

MATERIAL ASSISTANCE TO ROMA FAMILIES FOR
THEIR CHILDREN'S EDUCATION

In most cases, Roma families live in extreme poverty
and even the slightest obstacle can lead to a decision
that the children should not be enrolled in or should
not attend school any more. Such an obstacle can be
lack of means to buy course books, school stationary,
new clothes, school lunches, etc. It is therefore needed
to provide free course books and stationary, free bus
tickets and school lunches for Roma pupils. These
measures are under the competence of local self-
governance, but responsibility for that can be taken
by local Roma associations with the donor support.
The measures are going to produce double effect:
they will contribute to a larger number of parents
who are willing to put their children through school,
and they will decrease the number of children who are
too embarrassed to attend school because they lack
books, stationary, proper clothes and shoes, etc.

Affirmative measures are also of tremendous
importance to the improvement of Roma education.
Provincial Secretariat for Education has been
implementingthesemeasuresonthelevelofVojvodina.
However, it is important for the local authorities to
introduce affirmative measures on the local level,
too (scholarships, transport, accommodation, school
fees, etc.). If a similar measure would be implemented
for Roma children who attend secondary schools with
good accomplishment, it would be a great incentive
for Roma education in general.

INCREASE MOTIVATION OF ROMA PARENTS TO ENROL
THEIR CHILDREN IN SCHOOLS AND THEIR TRUST
TOWARDS THE EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS

It is necessary to work towards an increase in
motivation among Roma parents to put their children
through school. Also it is important to emphasise
the importance of education with participation of
successful and well educated Roma in such actions.
Various informative means should be used in the

actions (television, radio, newspapers, especially
Roma newspapers, leaflets, posters, etc.) as well as
actors, particularly NGOs, with relevant experience
in the field in similar actions. It is also needed to
continuously work on establishment of trust of Roma
parents and Roma community towards education
institutions. This measure should be closely linked
with @ number of other measures which represent
incentives for Roma parents to enrol their child in
education system.

Localself-governance withits authority can contribute
greatly in development of motivation and trust in
education institutions. A combination of actions
such as inviting parents to enrol their 4-year-old
children in pre-school institutions, explaining them
the significance of such action and covering expenses
of pre-school education by a municipality would be
an example of good practice.

Special attention should be paid to education of Roma
girls. The position of Roma pupils in education system
should be analysed and evidence should be kept in
the future on the structure of Roam pupils when it
comes to their sex. That way more active measures
could be undertaken aiming at support in education
of Roma girls.

The above mentioned measures were identified as
priority measures during creation of LAPs in Bac, Secanj,

Opovo, Titel, and Zrenjanin.

Apart from that, the following measures were also
mentioned as important in the process of improving
education of Roma:

4 Development of Roma families capacity
building programmes

4 Sensitization of non-Roma population for the
needs and problems of Roma

4 Respecting the culture and the tradition of
Roma population

4 Involving Roma in the decision making
process and in programme implementation

4 Promote the importance of non-formal
education

The Language

Members of national minorities in Vojvodina have,
under certain conditions, legal right to education
in their own language which is determined by law
in all levels of education. As opposed to members
of other national minorities, Roma do not have the
opportunity to attend classes in Roma language, but
only optional classes four times a week!3. Reasons are
numerous; the major is probably late recognition of
Roma national minority, lack of staff for conducting
classes in Roma language, and the like. It is certain
that this situation also makes the position of Roma
national minority different in comparison with the
others.

Optional educational classes of Roma language have
been conducted through the subject Roma language
with elements of national culture, in Vojvodina since
1997/98 school year.

Until conditions are met for education in Roma
language, it is necessary to implement those
activities which are in accordance with the legal
regulations and possibilities (maximum inclusion of
Roma in education system, involving larger number
of Roma assistants in the work of schools, increasing
the number of pupils who attend classes on Roma
language with elements of national culture).**

LOKALNI AKCIONI PLAN za unapredenje
obrazovnog statusa Roma u opstini Bac je
izraden u okviru projekta ,Obrazovanjem
protiv siromastva - inicijativa zagovaranja za
ukljuéivanje Roma u obrazovni sistem* koji je
realizovao Novosadski humanitarni centar (NSHC)
u partnerstvu sa UdruZenjem romskih studenata
(URS) uz podrsku Instituta za odrZive zajednice (ISC)
sredstvima Agencije Sjedinjenih Americkih DrZava
za medunarodni razvoj (USAID).

U prvom delu realizacije projekta, formirana je radna
grupa u Bacu koja se sastoji od predstavnika romske
zajednice, lokalne samouprave, predskolske ustanove,
osnovne Skole i Centra za socijalni rad. Radna grupa
ucestvovala je u izradi akcionog plana u periodu od
avgusta do novembra 2008. godine uz facilitaciju
predstavnika NSHC-a i URS-a. Konacna verzija
akcionog plana izradena je nakon javne rasprave koja
je odrZana 27.11.2008. godine.

SITUACIJA U OPSTINI BAE

Opstina Bac se nalazi u jugozapadnom delu Backe.
Prostire se na povrsini od 367 km/2 i obuhvata Sest
naselja: Ba¢, Backo Novo Selo, Plavna, Vajska, Bodani
i Selenca. Backa opstina je pogranicna, njenu zapadnu
granicu ¢ini najveca srednjeevropska reka Dunav, Ciji
talasi je zapljuskuju u duZini od 43 km.

Podrucje opstine Bac se nalazi izmedu opstina Backa
Palanka i OdZaci, dok se sa druge strane Dunava
nalazi Vukovar u Republici Hrvatskoj. Kroz Bac
protice kanal koji se nalazi u sklopu hidrosistema

Dunav-Tisa-Dunav. Bac je udaljen 62 km od Novog
Sada, 140 km od Beograda i 120 km od Subotice.

Opstina Bac prema popisu stanovniStva iz 2002.
godine imala je 16.268 stanovnika. Vecinsko
stanovnistvo su Srbi sa oko 47 % ucesc¢a. 318 osoba
izjasnilo se da su pripadnici romske nacionalne
manjine. JoS 570 osoba izjasnilo se kao pripadnici
rumunske nacionalne manjine. Oni su nastanjeni u
Vajskoj i to pretezno u ulici Pere Segedinca i u ulici
Venac; po veroispovesti su vec¢inom rimokatolici,
koriste jezik koji je meSavina knjizevnog Rumunskog
jezika i bejaskog govornog narecja. Romska
zajednica u opstini Bac se najviSe sastoji od Roma
starosedelaca i njihovih potomaka koji Zive u Bacu
u romskom naselju, zatim u Bodanima, u Plavni
dok najvedi broj Roma Zivi u Selenci, u dva romska
naselja, u ulici Siroka Bara i u Safarikovoj ulici.
PreteZzno su pravoslavne veroispovesti. Romska
deca u Selenc¢i pohadaju osnovnu Skolu ,Jan Kollar* u
kojoj se nastava izvodi na slovackom jeziku. Romska
deca imaju velik broj neopravdanih izostanaka. Pri
prelasku iz IV u V razred dolazi do najvecéeq osipanja
romske dece. 0Od 2004. godine uveden je fakultativni
predmet Romski jezik sa elementima nacionalne
kulture Roma, koji pohada 37 ucenika.

U predskolskoj ustanovi ,Kolibri” u Selenci nastavni
program se takode odvija na slovackom jeziku, Sto
predstavlja problem romskoj deci koja ne poznaju
u dovoljnoj meri jezik da bi ravhopravno mogla da
ucestvuju u nastavi. Od petoro dece predskolskog
uzrasta nijedno dete ne pohada celodnevni boravak,
jedno dete redovno pohada obavezno pred3kolsko
odeljenje dok ostala deca dolaze povremeno, odnosno
ne idu redovno.

THE PROCESS OF LAP MAKING

LocAL ACTION PLAN for improvement of Roma
education status in Bac municipality was made within
the project "Education against Poverty - Advocacy
Initiative for Roma Inclusion in Education
System". The project was implemented by Novi Sad
Humanitarian Centre (NSHC) in partnership with
Roma Student Association (URS) with the support
from the Institute for Sustainable Communities (ISC)
with means from USAID.

During the first part of the project a working group
was formed in Bac, consisting of representatives of
Roma community, local self-governance, pre-school
institution, elementary school and Centre for Social
Welfare. The process of LAP making lasted from
August to November 2008 and it was facilitated by
NSHC and URS staff. Its final version was made after
public discussion which took place on 27 November
2008.

BAC MUNICIPALITY

Bac is located in the south western part of Backa.
The municipality covers the area of 367km? with six
settlements on its territory: Bac, Backo Novo Selo,
Plavna, Vajska, Bodjani, and Selenca. The western
border, 43km long, is the Danube river which is also
the state border with the Republic of Croatia.

Bac is located between municipalities of Backa
Palanka, Odzaci (in Serbia), and Vukovar (in Croatia,
on the other side of Danube). Bac is 62km away from
Novi Sad, 140km away from Belgrade and 120km
away from Subotica.

Accordint to cenzus in 2002, Bac had 16,268
inhabitants. Majority population are Serbs (around
47%). 318 persons listed as members of Roma
national minority. Another 570 persons listed as
members of Romanian national minority. They live in
Vajska, mainly in Pere Segedinca Street and in Venac
Street. According to their religion most of them are

Roman Catholics and they speak language which is
a mixture of Romanian and bejash vernacular. Roma
community in Bac consists of native Roma and their
descendants who live in Roma settlement in Bac,
Bodjani, and Plavna. The largest number of Roma
lives in two settlements in Selenca, Siroka Bara
Street and Safarikova Street. Most of them are
Orthodox Christians. In Selenca Roma children attend
Elementary School “Jan Kollar" where classes are
held in Slovakian language. Roma children miss a lot
of classes. During transition from fourth to fifth grade
drop-outs among Roma children are very common.
Since 2004 optional classes of Roma language with
elements of national culture were introduced and they
have been attended by 37 pupils.

In Pre-School Institution “Kolibri" in Selenca the
curriculum is also performed in Slovakian language
which presents a problem for Roma children who do
not know the language enough to equaly participate
in education. None of five Roma pre-school children
attends a whole-day programme; one child attends
regularly classes within a mandatory pre-school
programme, while the others attend classes
occasionally.

Itisestimatedthatthe numberof Romaand Romanians
in Bac municipality is somewhat higher that it was

Nezvani¢ne
procene su da je 90 % romske dece ukljuceno u
sistem predskolskog i osnovnoskolskog obrazovanja i
da oko 60 % zavrsava osnovnu $kolu. Od tog procenta
srednju Skolu upisuje manje od 1 %, a istu zavr3ava
i stiCe obrazovanje Il i IV stepena neznatan broj.
Izvori podataka za iznesene procene su predskolske
ustanove ,Kolibri" iz Vajske i Selence kao i osnovne
Skole sa podrucja opstine Bac. Romska deca se
od prvog do osmog razreda osnovne $kole Skoluju
u redovnim odeljenjima, dok nekolicina pohada
specijalna odeljenja.

Ucenicima romske nacionalnosti koji pohadaju
osnovnu Skolu u celoj opstini Ba¢ obezbedena
je besplatna uzina i knjige. Lokalna samouprava
finansijski podrZava obrazovanje srednjoskolaca uvidu
stipendija, vikend autobuskih karata, kao i pokrivanja
troSkova za boravak u domu za srednjoSkolce.

Poslednjih godina uloZena su znacajna sredstva za
razvoj infrastrukture u romskim naseljima (uvedene
su po dve ¢esme u oba naselja u Selenci, asfaltiran put
u oba naselja, uvedena telefonska mreza), no i dalje se
ne moze re¢i da Romi imaju sve uslove za normalan
razvoj dece pre svega $to Zive u starim, trosnim
ku¢ama od Cerpica, Cesto u sku¢enom prostoru, bez
decijih soba i bez kupatila.

Romi u Bacu i okolini egzistenciju obezbeduju
obavljanjem privremenih, povremenih i sezonskih
poslova, sakupljanjem sekundarnih sirovina (staro
gvozde, bakar, aluminijum).

Iz podataka koje se vode u Nacionalnoj sluzbi za
zaposljavanje, lokalna kancelarija Ba¢ nema podataka
o broju nezaposlenih Roma jer se evidencija ne vodi
po principu nacionalne pripadnosti.

Romi i Rumuni sa podrucja opstine Bac su organizovani
kroz udruZenje ,Mladost" koje se nalazi u Vajskoj. Oni
ucestvuju na kulturno-umetnickim manifestacijama
koje se odrzavaju periodi¢no tokom godine uz
finansijsku podrsku iz opstinskog budZeta.

U opstini Bac postoji tradicija dobrih odnosa izmedu
Roma i vedinskog stanovnistva kao i dobri odnosi sa

pripadnicima drugih nacionalnih manjina kao Sto su
Slovaci, kojih u opstini Bac¢ ima 3213, Hrvata kojih
ima 1389 i Madara kojih ima 992.

Mere akcionog plana definisane su za period 2009

listed in 2002 Census - around 1,000 - because they
do not have identity and other documents (ID card,
passport, health insurance card, etc.).

There are no official data on education status of adult
RomainBac.Unofficialestimates say that 90% of Roma
children in included in pre-school and elementary
school education, and that around 60% completes
elementary education. Out of that percentage, less
than 1% enrols in secondary schools, and only a few
completes secondary level education. The sources
of these data are pre-school institutions “Kolibri” in
Vajska and Selenca and elementary schools in Bac.
From first to eight grade of elementary school Roma
children attend education in reqular classes, while a
few attends classes for children with special needs.

All Roma pupils in elementary schools in Bac
municipality are provided with free school
lunch and course books. Local self-governance
financially supports secondary school students with
scholarships, bus tickets, and means for covering
their accommodation in school dormitory.

During the last years significant means have been
invested in Roma settlements infrastructure: two
drinking fountains were built, roads were made in
both settlements in Selenca, and phone network
was made. However, it can not be said that Roma
population has all the necessary conditions for
upbringing of their children. They still live in old and
squalid houses with no rooms for children and with
no bathrooms.

Roma living in Bac and its surroundings make a living
through temporary jobs such as working in fields,
collecting old paper, copper, and other material,
etc.

Branch office of the National Employment Agency
in Bac does not have information on the number
of unemployed Roma, because they do not ask for
national background when registering their clients.

Both Roma and Romanians are gathered within
“Mladost"” association located in Vajska. They
participate in cultural and art manifestations held
periodically throughout a year with financial support
from the municipal budget. There is a good tradition
of friendly relations between Roma, other national
minorities such as Slovakians (3,213), Croats (1,389)
and Hungarians (992), and the majority population
in Bac.

The LAP was defined for the period 2009 - 2011.
